Hearing aids
	
· Age 11 and under: Have a hearing impairment that could compromise speech and language development: a comprehensive assessment of the impairement(s) and functional limitations is required
· Age 12-18: Have an average hearing loss of at least 25 decibels in one ear for the required frequencies
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Student 19+: Have an average hearing impairment of at least 25 decibels in one ear for the required frequencies and
Be pursuing studies leading to a diploma, certificate or attestation recognized by the Ministère de l’Éducation et de l’Enseignement supérieur
· Age 19+: Have an average hearing loss of at least 35 decibels in the better ear for the required frequenciesEveryone: Have a hearing loss in addition to other impairments and Have other functional limitations that hamper integration into society, the school environment or the workplace: a comprehensive assessment of the impairment(s) and functional limitations is required

Medication
	· 70% coverage on certain medications
